Volunteering with MAARC

MAARC requires volunteers to make the commitment of working one shift each week for a minimum of three (3)
months, though of course volunteers in good standing are welcome to stay as long as they’d like. Volunteers under
the age of 18 must be a part of our Junior Volunteer Program, in which they volunteer with a parent or guardian
partner for a minimum of three months, or until such time as we are able to assess their ability to work
independently.

MAARC does not allow unaccompanied teen volunteers to participate in shelter work; please ask about additional
requirements for participation in other programs.



Volunteers must be able to react quickly and rationally, as animals can sometimes be very
unpredictable. Volunteers who work with animals must have the ability to restrain the
animals for their own safety, the safety of others and the safety of the animals. MAARC
reserves the right to place volunteers in areas best suited to their abilities and restrictions,
and to reject volunteers whose participation at events or programs sponsored by MAARC
could potentially place the participant, the animals or other individuals at risk of harm.
